Panel 1 – New actors in international development

The increasing international activities of emerging states („new donors“) constitute both an opportunity and a risk to international development, as they bring additional financial resources, but also new competition. Are emerging actors like China, India or Brazil a boost or a burden for international development? Specifically Chinese cooperation policy is suspected by Western governments to undermine governance standards. Europe will have consider a wider range of actors in the future if it wants to conduct a coherent policy for peaceful global development. Where are points of convergence and of divergence in approaches and practice?

Panel 2 – Energy security, democracy and political development

Energy security has shot to the top of the EU’s foreign policy agenda. A plethora of new energy partnerships has been or is being put in place, from Africa, through the Middle East, to Central Asia. However, these partnerships address energy security from a relatively narrow, technical perspective. Policy-makers in Brussels acknowledge that a key ‘emerging need’ is a better understanding of the relationship between energy imperatives on the one hand, and policies related to development, good governance and democracy promotion on the other hand. How should and could the EU’s fast evolving frameworks for energy cooperation be revised to attain a more democracy- and development-sensitive energy strategy?

Panel 3 – European development policy and climate change
Over the next twelve years the impacts of climate change will begin to be felt in earnest. These impacts and the impacts of climate change policies themselves are likely to disproportionately affect the poor, and often in negative ways. This panel session asks what this may mean for current and future European policies in areas such as agriculture and trade; where the connections and disconnects lie between European climate change policy and its international development policy; and explores how the links between the two can be strengthened.
